1. Cache Windows store geleegd met wsreset.exe en opnieuw opgestart;
2. Virusscanners verwijderd en opnieuw opgestart;
3. Een antwoord op mijn probleem op de site van Microsoft Community was het volgende:
Method 1: Windows Update troubleshooter
Follow the steps to run the troubleshooter:
a. Press Windows key + C on your keyboard to show the Charms bar.
b. Type Troubleshooting and click Troubleshooting under Settings.
c. Now click on view all. 
d. Click on Windows Update to run the troubleshooter
 
Method 2: reset windows update components
 
A. Open a Windows Command Prompt Windows.
To open a command prompt, press Windows Key + X and select Command Prompt(Admin).
B. Stop the BITS service and the Windows Update service.
To do this, type the following commands at a command prompt. Press ENTER after you type each command.
◦net stop bits
◦net stop wuauserv
 
C. Delete the qmgr*.dat files.
To do this, type the following command at a command prompt, and then press ENTER:
Del "%ALLUSERSPROFILE%\Application Data\Microsoft\Network\Downloader\qmgr*.dat"
 
D. If this is your first attempt at resolving your Windows Update issues by using the steps in this article, go to step E without carrying out step D.
Step D should only be performed at this point in the troubleshooting if you cannot resolve your Windows Update issues after following all steps but step D. The steps in step D are also performed by the "Aggressive" mode of the Fix it
Solution above:
 
a. Rename the following folders to *.BAK:■ %systemroot%\SoftwareDistribution\DataStore
■ %systemroot%\SoftwareDistribution\Download
■ %systemroot%\system32\catroot2
To do this, type the following commands at a command prompt. Press ENTER after you type each command.
■ Ren %systemroot%\SoftwareDistribution\DataStore *.bak
■ Ren %systemroot%\SoftwareDistribution\Download *.bak
■ Ren %systemroot%\system32\catroot2 *.bak
 
b. Reset the BITS service and the Windows Update service to the default security descriptor.
To do this, type the following commands at a command prompt. Press ENTER after you type each command.
■ sc.exe sdset bits D:(A;;CCLCSWRPWPDTLOCRRC;;;SY)(A;;CCDCLCSWRPWPDTLOCRSDRCWDWO;;;BA)(A;;CCLCSWLOCRRC;;;AU)(A;;CCLCSWRPWPDTLOCRRC;;;PU)
■ sc.exe sdset wuauserv D:(A;;CCLCSWRPWPDTLOCRRC;;;SY)(A;;CCDCLCSWRPWPDTLOCRSDRCWDWO;;;BA)(A;;CCLCSWLOCRRC;;;AU)(A;;CCLCSWRPWPDTLOCRRC;;;PU)

E. Type the following command at a command prompt, and then press ENTER:
cd /d %windir%\system32
 
F. Reregister the BITS files and the Windows Update files.
To do this, type the following commands at a command prompt. Press ENTER after you type each command.
